Focus on the Audience

Try prompts like:

Create Multiple Versions

Before You Publish

Use ChatGPT as a final reviewer:

"Act as someone who has never square danced. What questions or concerns
would you still have after reading this?"

This often reveals missing information and helps make your marketing more
effective.
